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Introduction 

The importance of research has been well recognized over the years and has been very 

much expanded in many areas of academic and professional learning as well as in applied fields. 

Hence, a thorough understanding of the theoretical and practical aspects of research and its 

written aspects has become a basic prerequisite to understanding the complexities of human 

realities. Realizing this, this course intends to build participants’ knowledge and skills in 

conceptualizing, planning, and carrying out research activities and publishing the research. 

Considering their prior knowledge of research and publication experiences, the course was 

intended for the faculties of Sukuna Multiple Campus. It is the 48 hours /3 Credit Hour Course.  

Sukuna Multiple Campus requested Kathmandu University to provide their expertise to conduct 

this course as per the Memorandum of understanding signed by both the institutions .  

To meet the objectives, faculties were expected to participate in extensive practices of writing 

research and publication. At the end of the course, faculties are expected to be able to carry out 

research either independently or in collaboration. Moreover, they are expected to finalize their 

manuscripts for publication.  

Objectives  

By the end of the course, the participants will 

i. Acquire a concept on qualitative, quantitative, and mixed methods research. 

ii. Apply the philosophical and methodological considerations to the research 

iii. Develop a research paper and submit it for a publication. 
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Module Details 

Module One: Introducing Research and Philosophical Consideration in Research 

This module intends to make students familiar with the class modality including assignments, 

activities, and in-semester and end-semester assessments. The module also aims to provide basic 

concepts of qualitative, quantitative, and mixed-methods research. The students are expected to 

be familiar with a general examination of research work, article writing, and APA format in 

brief. 

 

Module Two: Introducing the Research Agenda  

 

This module is dedicated to develop the first section of the research/proposal. It may include but 

not limited to the problem statement, purpose, research questions, rationale/significance, and 

delimitation of the study of both post-positivist and humanist research design. The module 

intends to prepare faculties to formulate the different components of the introductory of a 

research proposal in their area of interest. 

 

Module Three: Writing Literature Review 

A review of related literature intends to formulate research problems and provide aresearch 

stance. It consists of a thematic review, empirical review, theoretical review, andconceptual or 

theoretical framework following a research gap. Participants are expected toconduct a literature 

review, adopt a theoretical lens, and identify the research gap in their innovative way concerning 

the sections of the chapter.  
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Module Four: Research Design, Methods and Methodology 

In this module, major research designs will be conceptualized about the participants’ research 

designs, aligning with the qualitative, quantitative, and mixed methods research.  Participants 

may choose survey, action research, case study, grounded theory, narrative inquiry, ethnography, 

phenomenology, policy research, experimental, or any other emergent research approach of their 

interest after they conceptualize various research designs. The module further aims to build 

participants’ reflecting their work with taking theoretical stand-point 

 

Module Five: Data Collection, Analysis, and report writing  

This module intends to prepare participants to conduct sampling/ participants’ selection in social 

research, analyze data and prepare a report. It comprises of participants’ decision on research 

population/participants selection, research site, sampling frame, sampling process, sample size, 

sampling and sampling error, non-sampling error, and the types of sampling methods. The 

module also aims to build understanding of the participants on basic skills of scale construction 

and participants’ selection. It also intends to make students able to analyze the field data, frame 

quality standards, ethical considerations, and prepare a research report. 

 

Module Six: Research Finalization and Prepare for Publication 

This module intends to finalize the individual research study and prepare the research for 

publication.  It enables the faculties to self-assess the quality of their research. Also, the module 

supports faculties in selecting appropriate journals and getting engaged to publication processes. 
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Work in Progress 

The decision to run the course was made after the completion of a formal discussion with 

Kathmandu University. The meeting had decided to start the session in the physical and online ( 

blended) mode. Sukuna Multiple campus announced admission and applicants were selected 

based on the need for the course. The participants' selection process was purposive. After the 

selection of participants Sukuna Multiple Campus held orientation to the participants. 

Participating members were also asked to sign the commitment letter in the orientation program.  

The module one started on Falgun 24, 2080 and completed on Falgun 25, 2080 

Likewise module two started on Chaitra 4, 2080 and completed on Chaitra 13, 2080. 

Module three started on Chaitra 21 2080 and completed on Chaitra 28, 2080 

Module four started on Baishakh 3, 2080 and completed on Baishakh 17, 2080. 

Module five will start on Jestha 1, 2080 and will complete in Jestha last. 

Module six will start on Aashad 1
st
 week and will be completed in Aashad last.
